AULA 1

How would you feel if you were put in a situation of being separated from people of a different color?

What
makes you say that?
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Projete na lousa as seguintes perguntas para os alunos A fazerem aos alunos B:

1. How did the Apartheid regime use to diferenciate people legally?
2. Do you think people could choose their tribe ou ethnical group?

How would you feel if you were nominated something according to your skin colour and lost rights
because of it?

Exiba aos alunos o video “The Scramble for Africa and the Berlin Conference in Plain English” (disponivel em:
<https://youtu.be/PvpDUNIBTKc>, acesso em: set. 2819); em seguida, distribua impressdes dos discursos pré
e contra o Apartheid (Worksheet 2)

Peca que formem um grupo de até cinco integrantes e produzam um video com a opinido deles sobre o
Apartheid, baseados no estilo de video que viram antes (desenhos e voz), um texto-base e um overview dos
discursos, atentando para que as opinides sejam embasadas em fatos e elementos concretos da realidade a
qual estdo se referindo.

Proporcione um slide com bases linguisticas para a tarefa, em especial o uso da 2nd conditional (If you were
against Apartheid, you had to fight against the State), 1st conditional (if you live in Africa nowadays, you still
feel the opression coming from Europe and the United States).
